It was Viols turn to get pleas-
antly surprised because not only did Nenad email back
but also he asked that she write an article about Bevan
and herself, to be published on the website.

Focus: An Australian Handball Player
Handball as a sports gained greater popularity in Aus-
tralia following its exposure at the 2000 Olympics Games
hosted by Sydney. In June 2004 Australia won the Oce-
ania World Championship Qualification Toumament.
This enabled Ausiralia fo compete in the World Men's
Handball Championship which was held in January 2005
in Tunisia,

A few months after the 2005 World Championships, one
of the Australian handballers logged on at the Croatian
Crown websife and found a picture of one of the Austral-
ian players in a game against Croatia, published on the
websife. This was subsequently forwarded and shared
with the handball clubs, the wider Australian commu-
nity, and family and friends overseas. [Refer to the page

The player is Bevan Calvert, who was 18 years of age at
that time of the World Championship. Bevan's ‘publicist’,
his mother Violi, sent a note of thanks to MNenad Bach,
Editor-in-Chief of the website, for the acknowledgement
of an Australian player. As part of the Croatian Crown
website’s aim to promofe world peace through friend-

ship and understanding
between people of all
cultures, Nenad thought
of featuring Bevan on this
page.

Bevan was born on April
4 1886 in Sydney and is
the younger of two sons of
an Australian father [John]
and Philippine-bom moth-
er [Viol]. Like his older
brother Tim, Bevan pfayed
soccer from when he was
six years of age. Through
the years, he fook the

' tole of feam captain and

received trophies for his
commitment and achieve-
ments in the sport.

When not playing soccer,
Bevan was involvedin bas-
kethall, cricket, tennis and
swimming. His exposurs
to handball came about
when the sport became
one of the compelition
sports in high schools. In
2001, the school aftended
by Bevan won the Sfafe
Schools Challenge.

fn recognition of his
achievements in  the
school and state level in
handball, Bevan received
the Philippine Commu-
nity Council / Philippine
Afr Lines Youth Award in

2002, He was nominated

for the award by the North
Shore  Filipino-Australian
Associalion in Sydney,
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
